Round 3: insert hook into first 
st of left leg, sl st to join legs, 
1 dc in each st of left leg, insert 
hook into first st of right leg, 1 dc 
in each st of right leg, join with a 
sl st (16 sts).

Red and white ring
Using yarn D, make 7 ch.
Row 1: starting in second ch from 
hook, 1 dc in each ch, turn (6 sts).
Row 2: 1 ch (does not count as 
a st throughout), 1 dc in each st, 
turn.
Change to yarn E.
Rows 3–6: 1 ch, 1 dc in each st, 
turn.
Change to yarn D.
Rows 7 and 8: 1 ch, 1 dc in each 
st, turn.
Repeat Rows 3–8 twice more. 
Work Rows 3–6 once more.
Fasten off.

Yellow ring
Work as for red and white ring, 
using yarn G throughout.
Duck head
Round 1: using yarn G and 
working into an adjustable ring, 
6 dc, join with a sl st (6 sts).
Round 2: dc2tog, 1 dc to last st, 
join with a sl st (5 sts).
Fasten off.

MAKING UP
As Basic doll A. Dress the 
body in trunks and pull the 
adjustable ring tight. Secure the 
trunks to the body. Fold the ring 
lengthwise with edges together. 
Wrap the ring around the body 
and sew the ends together at 
the back of the body. For the ring 
with the duck, attach the head 
to the ring and, using yarn F, 
work backstitches in the same 
spot a few times to create the 
duck's beak. Using yarn H, make 
French knots for the duck'seyes. 
Sew arms to ring. Attach the 
hat. Colour the cheeks with 
pink pastel.

Crab
BODY
Round 1: using yarn D and 
working into an adjustable ring, 
6 dc, join with a sl st (6 sts).
Round 2: 2 dc in each st around, 
join with a sl st (12 sts).

Rounds 3 and 4: 1 dc in each st 
around, join with a sl st.
Stuff.
Round 5 (tbl): 1 ch (does not 
count as a st), (dc2tog) six times, 
join with a sl st (6 sts).
Fasten off.

PINCERS: MAKE TWO
Using yarn D and working into an 
adjustable ring, 2 dc, fasten off, 
leaving a long end. 

Pull the centre thread tightly. 
Thread the fastened-off yarn end 
onto your needle, and insert the 
needle between the first and 
second dc. Pull the thread tightly 
to shape like a heart.

MAKING UP
Attach the pincers to the crab's 
body. To create a leg, thread 
yarn D and sew two or three 
backstitches in the same place 
so that you make a tiny bobble. 
Repeat to make three legs on 
each side. Attach the eye beads.

Basic doll A, using yarn C for 
rounds 1–10, yarn A from round 11.

ARMS: MAKE TWO
Basic doll A.

HAT
Round 1: using yarn B and 
working into an adjustable ring, 
6 dc, join with a sl st (6 sts).
Round 2: 2 dc in each st around, 
join with a sl st (12 sts).
Round 3: (1 dc, 2 dc in next st) six 
times, join with a sl st (18 sts).
Rounds 4–6: 1ch (does not 
count as a st), 1dc in each st, join 
with a sl st.
Fasten off.

ANTENNAE

Bobbles: make two
Round 1: using yarn C and 
working into an adjustable ring, 
6 dc, join with a sl st (6 sts).
Round 2: 1 dc in each st around.
Fasten off.

Stems: make two
Using yarn C, make 5 ch. 
Starting in second ch from hook, 
1 sl st in each ch. 
Fasten off.

RIGHT LEG
Round 1: using yarn B and 
working into an adjustable ring, 

7 dc, join with a sl st (7 sts).
Fasten off.

LEFT LEG
Work as for Right leg, do not 
break yarn. Continue to Body.

BODY
Round 2: insert hook in right leg, 
1dc in each st of right leg, insert 
hook in left leg, 1dc in each st of 
left leg to end, join with a sl st 
(14 sts).
Rounds 3–10: 1 dc in each st 
around. 
Fasten off.

WINGS: MAKE TWO
Round 1: using yarn B and 
working into an adjustable ring, 
6 dc, join with a sl st (6 sts).
Round 2: 2 dc in each st around, 
join with a sl st (12 sts).
Round 3: (1 dc, 2 dc in next st) six 
times, join with a sl st (18 sts).
Fasten off.

MAKING UP
As Basic doll A. Dress the body 
in the outfit and secure at the 
neck. Attach the hat to the head. 
Sew the bobble to the antenna 
stem and attach antennae to 
the head. Using yarn D, add the 
hair, leaving loops. Fold the wing 
piece in half and sew the edges 
together. Using yarn C, make 
two French knots on each wing. 
Attach the wings to the back 
of the body. Colour the cheeks 
using pink pastel.

MATERIALS
Ladybird

A small amount of 4-ply 
(fingering) yarn in light brown 

(A), red (B), black (C), dark 
brown (D)

A pair of 4mm black

HEAD AND BODY
Work the head and body in one 
piece from the top down.
Round 1: using dark blue yarn, work 
6 dc in an adjustable ring (6 sts).
Round 2: 2 dc in each st (12 sts).
Round 3: *2 dc in next st, 1 dc* six 
times (18 sts).
Rounds 4–6 : 1 dc in each st 
(18 sts).
Round 7: 3 dc, *dc2tog* six times, 
3 dc (12 sts).
Insert the eyes between rounds 5 
and 6, with 5 sts in between. The 
decreases form the front of the head, 
so the eyes should be positioned 
above the decreases. Place a marker 
in the exact centre of the front.

Round 8: 4 dc, *dc2tog* twice 
(one decrease on each side of the 
marker), 4 dc (10 sts).
Stuff the head with toy filling.
Rounds 9–11: 1 dc in each 
st (10 sts).
Round 12: Place a marker in the 
centre stitch of the back. This stitch is 
the start of the round. Work 2 dc in 
next st, 8 dc, 2 dc in next st (12 sts).
Round 13: *2 dc in next st* three 
times, 6 dc *2 dc in next st* three 
times (18 sts).
Round 14: *2 dc in next st* four 
times, 12 dc, *2 dc in next st* 
twice (24 sts).
Round 15: 1 dc in each st (24 sts).
Round 16: *2 dc in next st* four 
times, 18 dc, *2 dc in next st* 
twice (30 sts).
Round 17: 1 dc in each st (30 sts).
Round 18: *dc2tog, 3 dc* six 

times (24 sts).
Round 19: *dc2tog, 2 dc* six 

times (18 sts).
Stuff with toy filling.

Round 20: work dc2tog to end 
of round.

CREST
Insert the dark blue yarn with 
one sl st on the top of the peacock’s 
head (round 1 of the head).
Row 1: using dark blue yarn, *start 
by inserting the yarn in round 1 of 
the head. Make 4 ch, start in the 
second ch from the hook, 1 htr, 
2 sl sts, work one more sl st in 
round 1 of the head*. Repeat until 
you have 3 crest feathers. Fasten off 
and darn in the end.

BEAK
Round 1: using beige yarn, work 
3 dc in an adjustable ring (3 sts)
Round 2: 2 dc in next st, 2 dc (4 sts)
Round 3: 1 dc, 2 dc in next st, 2 dc 
(5 sts).
Fasten off, leaving an end for sewing 
on. Do not stuff the beak. Sew it on 
between the eyes.

LEG (make 2)
Using beige yarn, make 7 ch, then 
start in the second ch from the hook.
Row 1: 2 sl sts in the chain, 3 ch, 
2 sl sts in the new chain, 3 ch, 
2 sl sts in the new chain, 4 sl sts 
further down the first chain.

PEACOCK
Leave an end for sewing on. Sew 
the legs to the underside of the 
peacock’s body.

WINGS (make 2)
Round 1: using dark blue yarn, work 
5 dc in an adjustable ring (5 sts).
Round 2: 2 dc in next st, 4 dc (6 sts)
Round 3 2 dc in next st, 5 dc (7 sts)
Round 4: 1 dc in each st (7 sts).
Do not stuff the wings. Press them 
flat and sew them to the sides of the 
peacock’s body.

TAIL FEATHERS (make 5)
Round 1: using dark blue yarn, work 
5 dc in an adjustable ring (5 sts).
Round 2: using turquoise yarn, work 
2 dc in each st.
Round 3: using green yarn with 
1 sl st. Make 6 ch, then start in the 
second ch from the hook.
1 sl st, 2 dc, 1 htr, 1 tr, skip 1 st of 
round 2. *1 dc, 2 dc in next st* four 
times, skip 1 st and continue along 
the other side of the chain. 1 tr, 1 
htr, 2 dc, 1 sl st.
Fasten off, leaving an end for 
sewing on. When you have made 
all five feathers, sew them together 
through the back loops of the first 
6 sts. Then sew the entire tail to the 
rear of the bird.

Machine stitch across one long edge 
(which will be the pocket opening). 
Position the pocket on the bag front 
and machine stitch in place along 
the side and bottom edges.

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Rolled hem
This is ideal for lightweight and sheer fabrics, the hem 
allowance is minimal and thus doesn’t look unsightly from 
right side. 

If possible use a rolled hem presser foot through 
which the fabric is fed and rolled as it is stitched. The 
rolled hem foot has a scroll at the front through which the 
fabric is fed as a single edge, which is then automatically 
rolled by the scroll on the foot prior to stitching. This scroll 
may be 2mm, 4mm or 6mm. The smaller the scroll, the 
tinier the hem allowance and lighter fabric used.

Stitching in the ditch
As well as using the foot for blind hemming, you can use 
it for ‘stitching in the ditch’ which is when you sew in the 
seam on the right side of two joined pieces, for instance 
at waistbands or when attaching binding. You can also 
use it to add trims.

Double top stitched and twin needle hem
This is a very quick hemming method and one used on clothing, pocket 
tops and soft furnishings such as curtains and tablecloths. As mentioned on 
page 35, top stitching is simply stitching that shows on the right side. A double 
hem is one that has the hem allowance folded twice to encase the raw edge, 
so it is double thickness. Working from the right side, stitch close to the inner 
fold through all thicknesses. 

If you prefer not to have the stitching visible, simply use the blind hem 
technique above, or hand stitch the hem. 

Tips
Use edge of the presser foot as a guide and move 

needle using the stitch width button.

To simulate a cover stitch hem (overlocker 
technique) use a twin needle to sew  two 

parallel rows.

Tip
Use a piece of tissue paper at the start of the 

hemming to prevent the fabric being pulled into 
the feed dogs.

Tip
It is easier to work if you hold the 
fabric slightly raised and to the left 
with your right hand, while guiding 
the fabric straight with the left hand.

1 To start off, turn under 3mm and 
again 3mm, finger press. Attach 

rolled hem foot but do not try and 
guide fabric into it yet.

2 Stitch the first 2cm (¾in), sewing 
close to the inner fold (move 

needle across if needed). Stop with 
needle down, raise presser foot and 
hook unfolded fabric into the scroll on 
the foot.

3 Lower presser foot and start 
stitching again, as you sew the 

fabric is fed into the scroll of the foot 
and folds under itself.

Rolled hem without specialist foot
•  Mark hem length then hem allowance of just 6mm 

(¼in). Fold up hem and very lightly press. 
•  Stitch as close to fold as possible then trim away any 

excess hem allowance. 
•  Fold hem again along stitching, rolling stitches just 

inside hem and stitch again close to inner fold.

A finished rolled hem and 
a rolled hem foot.
