HOW TO USE THIS BOOK

MAKING COPIES OF THE OUTLINES
It will be no surprise when I tell you that the best way to improve your painting is to 
practise and so it is important to make copies of the outlines before starting to paint. 
Instructions for this follow, but please also try to draw them yourself. Learning to draw 
is every bit as important as learning to paint.

1 Using a sheet of tracing paper, trace the 
outline of your drawing. Don’t lean too heavily, 
otherwise you will indent the paper. You can use 
a pencil or a pen. I suggest a 2B pencil – anything 
harder can damage the paper, while anything 
softer may smudge.

2 Turn the tracing paper over and lightly shade 
over the outline with a 2B pencil.

3 Place the tracing paper over a sheet of 
watercolour paper so that your tracing is on top 
and the shading underneath. Use a ballpoint pen 
to go over the outline.

4 Check that the image is being transferred to 
the watercolour paper. If not, press a little harder 
with the pen. Aim for a light image, as you can 
always go over it with your pencil to strengthen 
it. Pressing too heavily with the pen will give a 
stronger image but will indent the watercolour 
paper, causing painted washes to be uneven.

HOW TO USE THE 
WATERCOLOUR PAPER
It is important that you paint on proper 
watercolour paper (see page 11). The 
drawings in this book are printed on 
watercolour paper so that you can 
paint directly on them, but please make 
copies of the outlines before you start 
(see below). Carefully remove the paper 
from the book before painting so that 
you can fix it securely to a board and  
you are able to read the step-by- 
step instructions.

SECURING YOUR PAPER
If your watercolour paper is not securely fixed to a board it will curl up when wet and 
cause all sorts of problems with uneven drying. Any flat, smooth board will do. I use 
corrugated plastic, which is very light, but you can use MDF, hardboard (masonite) or 
one of the drawing boards sold by art shops.

I use masking tape to fix the paper, as this holds well but is easily removed, leaving 
an attractive white border. When removing the tape, always pull the tape away from 
the painting as shown below right. If you pull straight up or towards the painting you 
are likely to rip the paper surface. Metal clips can also be used, but the board then 
needs to be the same size as the paper.

WORKING THROUGH 
THE BOOK 
I suggest reading through the 
introductory pages first and then reading 
through each project before trying to 
paint it. The projects follow on from each 
other to a certain extent. Techniques 
learned in earlier projects will be needed 
in later ones, so it is best to paint the 
projects in the order printed.

Make sure you have all your materials 
ready for each project before starting. It 
is particularly important that your paint 
is squeezed and ready to go. When a 
watercolour is started, each stage must 
be completed without delay. Stopping 
to look for a brush or to squeeze more 
paint will hinder the process, as will 
answering the telephone or the front 
door. It may be anti-social but your 
paintings will benefit!
